As the grants committee meets every two months, you should expect a decision
on your application within 10 weeks at the longest. However, if you require a
decision sooner, please state this on the form or in a covering letter and we will do
our best to help.

If required, a member of the grant committee may contact you for more
information to help in the decision making process.

Notes for applicants:

1 Ü You must be a least 15 years of age and no older than 26. For group
applications, at least two-thirds of the group must be aged 15-26.

2 Ü You must live in Scotland and be a member of Young Scot. (Membership
applications are available from Young Scot on request).

3 Ü If you are successful in obtaining a grant, young must agree to provide a
short report on how you used the money awarded, and acknowledge the
support of the Young Scot Action Fund in all related publications, annual
reports and press releases. Logos are available on request from Young Scot).

4 Ü If you are successful in obtaining a grant, you must also agree to take part
in any publicity for the Young Scot Action Fund and supply Young Scot with
any necessary support materials and information they may require.

5 Ü The Young Scot Action Fund receives many requests each year to contribute
to personal fundraising for organised overseas expeditions for personal
development. Unfortunately, due to the restricted size and nature of the fund
it is unlikely that applications of this nature will be successful. Also the Acton
fund cannot provide money for general sponsorship appeals.
